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Small effort yields great results - Greppa Néaringen provides advice

At Vadsho Véxtodling outside Mariestad, there are many thoughts on how to promote biological diversity. Greppa Néaringen's
new advisory service Biological Diversity in Agricultural Landscapes has been a welcome sounding board.

The farm grows grass for milk production, wheat, oats, field beans, and winter rapeseed. This year, they decided to concentrate
their diversity improvements on and around the fields with field beans.

"We had some ideas on how we could improve diversity in the fields, but it was good to check with Greppa Néringen's advisor.
We received valuable advice. For example, we will sow flower strips and place straw bales for the bees to build nests. To a
large extent, we can use existing edge zones, stone piles, water wells, and other natural places,” says Mick Thorsen, farm
manager at Vadsbo Véxtodling.

The foundation for successful farming is to both produce food and take care of the soil. For Mick, it is also about responsibility
and respect for both himself and future generations.
